They are connected from the small case to purifying and pumping apparatus on a nearby
stand. The case cover is now removed exposing a human head which slowly becomes animated as the switches on the
pumping machine are manipulated. The head remains animated and able to speak freely as long as the pumping
mechanism remains attached. For an eerie pseudo scientific illusion the Owen Bodyless Head has no peer. It may be
performed completely surrounded and at extremely close quarters with little possibility of detection as to the method.
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
